BEECHER STOPS GENESEE CHRISTIAN SOLDIERS
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  The Beecher Buccaneers Boys (6-5 overall) stopped the Genesee Christian (GC) Soldiers tonight at home with a hard fought 59-56 victory.  Beecher played over 25 turnovers compared to 11 for the Soldiers to hang on for the win and climb back above .500 after starving off a three game losing streak.

  The Buccaneers took charge at the start after they blazed out to a 9-0 advantage in the first three minutes of the first quarter.  An Edward Cold basket with 5:24 to go ended the run.

  (GC) was plagued by too many turnovers and fouls.  The Buccaneers continued to hang on to the lead for the rest of the quarter when they were dominating the boards.

  The Soldiers however kept the game close when they got their offense untracked and were helped by Buccaneer turnovers.  (GC) managed to cut the lead to 4-points in the last fifteen seconds after a 3-point basket by the Soldiers Tyler Scott.

  Beecher got off to another quick start in the 2nd quarter after opening with a 7-2 run.  A D’Marius Houston bank shot from deep in the paint ended the run with 5:38 left in the quarter.

  The Buccaneers went on to build their largest lead of the quarter 11-points with 2:19 to go.  Three straight Beecher baskets by Taron Boose ended the run.

  The quarter came to a close with the Buccaneers holding a 10-point lead.  Beecher was controlling the boards but 8-points from Zac Goodspeed during the quarter helped kept the Soldiers in the mix.

  The Buccaneers were able to maintain their double-digit lead for most of the 3rd quarter and an underhanded scoop shot by Kelvin Matiere with 1:59 remaining gave Beecher its largest lead 14-points.  By the end of the quarter two straight baskets by Z. Goodspeed and Luke Wiles cut the Buccaneers lead to 10-points.

  In the 4th quarter Genesee cranked up the heat when they fought their way back from an 11-point deficit.  Beecher was in charge for the first five minutes with double-digit lead but the Soldiers had other ideas.

  After a Houston rebound and basket with 2:12 left in the game (GC) outscored the Buccaneers 10-2 to put the game on the line.  Down the stretch a three pointer by Tyler Cherry cut the lead to 3-points with less than ten seconds remaining however the clock ran out before the Soldiers got off another shot.

  Dominique Allen led Beecher with game high 14-points and Taron Boose collected 12-points 8-rebounds.  Fredarryl Brown added 9 rebounds.

  Both Zac Goodspeed and Travis Forsmack each led (GC) with 13-points.  Tyler Scott added 12-points.
