CARMAN-AINSWORTH OVERPOWERS BRIDGEPORT BEARCATS
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  The Carman-Ainsworth (C/A) Cavaliers (16-3 overall, 7-2 Big 9) overpowered the Bridgeport Bearcats with a solid 64-42 whipping tonight at (C/A)’s gym.  The Cavaliers extended their winning streak to seven games, taking over in the 2nd half with a tough pressure defense and low post-scoring blitz after handing the Bearcats their second loss in three games.

  (C/A) owned a 5-point lead in the first minute plus and lead for the entire quarter.  Jon Lee got the Cavaliers going with a three pointer from deep in the corner and a floater by Reggie Stallings with 7:10 to go ended the run.

  (C/A) went on to build its largest lead of the quarter 12-points with 3:34 remaining.  Then Bridgeport got back into the game by the end of the quarter with an 8-1 run cutting the lead to 5-points.  Bearcat sophomore Derrick Davis led Bridgeport’s charge with six of the 8-points including the last two baskets to end the quarter.

  The Bearcats continued to apply the pressure in the 2nd quarter and cut the lead to 2-points as the quarter ended.  Bridgeport started the quarter off strong when they opened with the first 5-points in the first three minutes to tie the score.

  (C/A) quickly recovered however with a three pointer by the Cavaliers Stallings and hung on to the lead.  The quarter came to a close after a free throw by (C/A)’s Terrance Keaton.

  In the 3rd quarter the Cavaliers started to pull away after regaining their double-digit lead in the last minute of the quarter.  The Bearcats were threatening to wipe out an 8-point (C/A) advantage after two free throws by Davis with 1:49 left cut the lead to 5-points.

  Then the Cavaliers started to clog the passing lanes and got their running game untracked.  (C/A) outscored Bridgeport 5-1 to end the quarter including the first five points to build a 9-point lead as the quarter closed.

  A thunderous slam-dunk by sophomore Demondre Chapman gave the Cavaliers a 10-point lead and a free throw by the Bearcats Troy Cruz ended the scoring.

  (C/A) blew the game open in the 4th quarter after opening with a 9-2 run in the first three minutes and built a 16-point lead.  Chapman teamed with Kieon Arkwright to score seven of the Cavaliers points during the run.

  (C/A) managed to almost erase any doubt about the outcome in the last minute when the lead mushroomed to 25-points after a Keaton floater down the center of the paint.  Bridgeport did cut the lead in the last thirty seconds but it was too little to late as the game ended with the Cavaliers holding a 22-point advantage.

  Reggie Stallings led (C/A) with game high 20-points 7 rebounds and Demondre Chapman along with Kieon Arkwright each collected 14-points.  Jon Lee added 7 assists.

  Derrick Davis led Bridgeport with 16-points and Earvin Burton added 6 assists.
