DETROIT COUNTRY DAY STOPS DAVISON CARDINALS
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  The Detroit Country Day (DCD) Yellowjackets (12-4 overall) erased a 9-point 3rd quarter deficit to stop the Davison Cardinals 50-46 tonight at the Cardinals gym.  In their first ever meeting the No. 1 ranked Class B AP poll Yellowjackets made it two in a row against Big 9 teams after beating Powers 45-42 on 1-11-08. After losing two of their last three games (DCD) was not to be denied in spite of a horrendous shooting exhibition from the free throw line ( 4th quarter 5 of 12) in the last four minutes.

  The Yellowjackets got off to a quick start in the first minute and a half of the game with a 6-0 run.  (DCD) scored less than fifteen seconds into the game with a three pointer by junior Jordan Dumars.  The run ended after a driving lay up by junior Bennie Fowler with less than seven minutes to go.

  Davison struggled against the Yellowjackets full court press with back-to-back turnovers on their first two possessions.  Then the Cardinals settled down during the rest of the quarter and tied the score.

  Davison didn’t score its first basket until the 5:56 mark but a stepped up defensive pressure and the three point shooting (2-three pointers) of Corey Lang brought the Cardinals all the way back.  Neither team scored during the last three minutes as the score remained in single digits as the quarter ended.

  (DCD) capitalized on its heighth advantage in the 2nd quarter with second and third shot attempts.  The Yellowjackets threatened to blow the game open with an 11-0 run and 11-point lead in the first five minutes.

  Junior DaShonte Riley teamed with Darnell Brown to score all of (DCD)’s points during the run.  Davison got back in the game when they finally jumpstarted their offense beginning with two free throws by junior Ryan Schultz and helped with a 7-2 run.

  The run ended with a three pointer by Torey LaFerney and the Yellowjackets holding a 5-point lead.  The Cardinals began finding the open man with some solid ball rotation and stepped up defensive intensity.  By the end of the quarter a three pointer by LaFerney cut the Yellowjackets lead to 3-points.

  In the 3rd quarter Davison took charge after back-to-back baskets in the first minute and a half gave the Cardinals their first lead of the game.  A short jumper from inside the paint by Shultz with 6:44 remaining gave Davison the lead.

  The Cardinals went on to build their largest lead 9-points in the last minute of the quarter.  Seven straight points by Lang gave Davison the big lead.  The quarter ended after a lay up by (DCD) junior Donnavan Kirk and the Cardinals holding a 7-point lead.

  The Yellowjackets ratcheted up the heat in the first two minutes of the 4th quarter when a jumper from the left corner by Fowler cut the lead to 2-points.  (DCD) however managed to regain the lead with 3:42 left after a Brown floater from the top of the key.  The Yellowjackets were able to hang on to the lead when they went into a stall and (DCD) scored the last 3-points of the game to hang on for the victory.

  Darnell Brown led (DCD) with game high 15-points and DaShonte Riley added 10.

  Corey Lang led Davison with game high 15-points and Ryan Schultz added 7 rebounds.
