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  The Detroit Country Day (DCD) Yellowjackets (5-2) slipped by the Powers Catholic (PC) Chargers with a hard fought 45-42 drubbing tonight at the Chargers gym.  (DCD) is currently riding a three game win streak after beating the Chargers on their home court.

  The Yellowjackets got off to a quick start in the first five seconds of the game after (DCD)’s Darnell Brown ended up with the tip-off and drove in for an easy lay up.  Powers rebounded for their only lead of the quarter after a three pointer by the Chargers Shane Moreland.
  The lead didn’t last long however because the Yellowjackets regained the lead on their next time down the court on a three pointer by Brown.  (DCD) went on to build a 6-point lead with 1:40 left after two free throws by the Yellowjackets Dale Brundidge.

  By the end of the quarter (DCD) was able to maintain the spread after 6’ 11” junior center DaShonte Riley received a lob pass on the inbounds from deep in the paint and laid the ball in the basket at the buzzer.  Powers seemed to be troubled by the Yellowjackets man to man pressure defense and their ball rotation to find the open man.

  The Chargers turned the game around in the 2nd quarter helped by the shooting of freshman Patrick Lucas-Perry and Tyler Moreland.  (PC) held (DCD) scoreless for the first three minutes and regained the lead with less than four minutes to go with a stepped up defensive intensity along with clogging the passing lanes.

  Sophomore Demarcus Sanders came off the bench for (PC) and hit a long jumper from just inside the 3-point line for a 1point advantage.  The Chargers maintained the lead for the rest of quarter holding off the Yellowjackets for a 1-point quarter ending lead.

  In the 3rd quarter (PC) fought its way past eleven turnovers by both teams to hang on to the lead.  (DCD) had the largest lead 3-points in the first three minutes but by the end of the quarter it was a Lucas-Perry jumper with three seconds on the clock that gave the Chargers a 2-point lead as the quarter came to a close.
  The Yellowjackets cranked up the pressure in the 4th quarter when they opened the quarter with a 6-0 run.  A driving lay up by junior forward Bennie Fowler ended the run with 5:04 left on the clock and (DCD) holding a 4-point lead.

  (PC) regained the lead with less than four minutes remaining but down the stretch the Chargers didn’t seem to have an answer for Riley.  Riley scored five of the last seven Yellowjacket points for the 3-point victory.

  Darnell Brown led (DCD) with game high 17-points and DaShonte Riley added 15.

  Tyler Moreland led (PC) with 15 points 4 assists and Shane Moreland collected 12-points 7 rebounds.  Patrick Lucas-Perry chipped in 11-points 4 assists 3 steals and Patrick O’Brien added 7 rebounds.
