HAMADY GIRLS OVERWHELM BEECHER BUCCANEERS IN DISTRICT FINALS

  The Hamady Hawks girls overwhelmed the Beecher Buccaneers with a punishing 64-21 beating tonight in the District #82 Class C finals at James Mitchell auditorium.  The 6th ranked AP poll (in Class C) Hamady dominated the Buccaneers in almost every category while winning their fourth straight District title.

  The Hawks were in complete control right from the opening tip and their pressure defense shut down Beecher’s offense for the entire first quarter.  By the end of the quarter Hamady owned a 23-0 advantage.

  Constance McKenney had the hot hand for the Hawks scoring the last 10-points of the quarter.  The Buccaneers committed eleven turnovers compared to one for the Hamady.

  In the first three minutes of the 2nd quarter the Hawks extended the run to 33-points before Beecher finally got on the scoreboard.  Two free throws by Tra’Chaya Dixon with 5:13 remaining ended the scoring drought.  The quarter ended with Hamady holding a 41-point lead.

  The 2nd half brought out the running clock and the rest was history.  By the end of the game the Hawks held a 43-point lead.

  Constance McKenney led Hamady with game high 12-points and Brandie Baker collected 9-points.

  Tra’Chaya Dixon led Beecher with 11-points.
