KELLOGG WOMEN DUMP SCHOOLCRAFT IN MCCAA FINALS
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  The Kellogg Bruins women win the 2008 MCCAA state championship this afternoon at Ballenger fieldhouse for the first time since the 1997-98 season.  In the battle of conference leaders Kellogg erased a 14-point 1st half lead to defeat the Ocelots 81-78 in overtime.

  Schoolcraft got off to a great start in the 1st half helped by 24-points from Adrena Walker-Price, Brittany Ivey and Sheray Brown.  The Ocelots had their offense running on all cylinders with a 41.2% field goal percentage compared to 20.5% for the Bruins in the half.

  Kellogg mounted a comeback in the 2nd half after taking charge of the offensive and defensive boards.  The Bruins also were helped by 26-points from the charity strip compared to 7-points for Schoolcraft.

  Kellogg chipped away at the lead until they owned a 3-point lead in the final thirty-seconds of regulation.  Then the Ocelots tied the score in the last few seconds to send the game into overtime.  With 0:03 left on the clock Schoolcraft’s Heidi Warczinsky dribbled across the half court line and launched a prayer that helped sent the game into overtime.

  The Ocelots scored first and built a 4-point lead in the first minute and a half but they seemed to run out of gas.  Kellogg took over and scored the last 7-points of the game.  The Bruins Charonne Coleman caught fire down the stretch and scored the all seven Kellogg points to secure the win.

  Christina Edwards led four Kellogg players in double figures with game high 24-points 14 rebounds and Shante Clark collected 21-points 13-rebounds.  Charonne Coleman chipped in 12-points 14 rebounds and Pookie Gillespie added 10-points.

  Heidi Warczinsky led Schoolcraft with 18-points 12 assists and Janelle Harris chipped in 17-points.  Antoinette Brown collected 12-points 11 rebounds and Sheray Brown added 14-rebounds.
