MICHIGAN ADMIRALS HOLD OFF McHENRY COUNTY PIRATES

  The Michigan Admirals defeated the McHenry County Pirates 40-34 in a slugfest at Russ Reynolds field tonight.  Neither the rain nor the lightning could stop the Admirals from winning their second game in a row and raising their season record to (5-0 Eastern Lakes Division, 6-1 overall).

  Michigan took charge midway into the 2nd quarter against the pesky Pirates and needed a second half surge to hold off a determined McHenry County.  The Admirals have scored at least 40-points in all six wins this season.

  Michigan jumped out to the early lead when they stopped McHenry County after the opening kick.  The Admirals marched 67 yards in 6 plays for the score.  Jason Kenney teamed with Nehemiah Weaver on an 18-yard completion to the center of the end zone with 10:32 left on the clock.

  By the end of the quarter the Pirates tied the score with 1:34 to go on a 5-yard run by Travann Hayes.  McHenry County marched 68-yards in eleven plays for the score.

  In the 2nd quarter the Admirals needed three scores to grab a 5-point quarter ending lead.  The Pirates had trouble containing Andre Brouch who ran for two touchdowns (2-yard plunge, 11-yard run) and Nehemiah Weaver’s pass catching (1-touchdown).  Brouch opened up the defense with a 68-yard run and Weaver danced his way into the end zone after hauling in a 46-yard pass from Kenney.

  McHenry kept the game close with an 87-yard kickoff return by Hayes and a 16-yard pass completion to Robert Powell.  By the end of the half Michigan owned a 26-21 lead.

  Brouch picked up where he left off early in the 3rd quarter with the Admirals only score when he darted through the defense before finding the sideline on a 33-yard run.  With more than twelve minutes left in the quarter Brouch had amassed 202-yards on the ground his first 200-yard game this season along with three touchdowns.

  The Pirates cranked up the pressure in the 4th quarter with two touchdowns before time ran out.  McHenry cut the lead to 5-points midway into the quarter after an interception and climaxing with a Mike Williams’ 20-yard run.

  Michigan regained their double-digit lead on their next possession when Brouch answered the Pirates score with a 50-yard touchdown run down the sideline for an 11-point lead.

  Then with time running out McHenry’s Robert Davis found pay dirt on a 5-yard plunge with no time left on the clock.
