  The Mott College Women Bears (5-2 conference, 10-7 overall) crushed the Henry Ford (HF) Hawks with an overpowering 117-63 win tonight at Ballenger fieldhouse.  The Lady Bears had little trouble dismantling the winless Hawks with their most lopsided victory of the season. 

  Mott women jumped out to a quick start in the first two and a half minutes of the 1st half with an 8-0 run.  The Bears took charge after the Hawks Erin Stempien opened up the scoring in the game with a three pointer.

  Then Sheria Hatcher scored the next 6-points and a Danielle Barksdale jumper ended Mott’s run with the Bears holding a 5-point lead.  Mott managed to play over several ties while maintaining the lead for the rest of the half.

  The Bears went on to build their largest lead 23-points in the last fifteen seconds. A Raqual Reaves jumper gave Mott the big lead.

  The half ended with the Bears holding a 21-point advantage.  Mott had great success running its fast break and pounding the ball to the inside to Hatcher (24-points in the 1st half).

  Mott continued to dominate in the 2nd half and almost put the game out of reach in the first four minutes with a 14-5 run.  The Bears Nicole Holmes driving lay up ended the run with 16:14 to go.

  Holmes took over where Hatcher left off in the 1st half with twenty-two of her 24-points for the game.  Mott built its largest lead of the game 54-points in the last two minutes.  The game ended with the Bears holding on to their 54-point lead.

  Sheria Hatcher led five Mott players in double figures with 30-points 9 rebounds 6 assists and Nicole Holmes collected 24-points 6 rebounds 9 assists.  Danielle Barksdale canned 14-points and Suzie Jerisk chipped in 12-points 8 rebounds.  Jill Emmendorfer added 10-points.  Alysa Thompson and Kasandra Lee each registered 6 rebounds.  Trinka Boatright bagged 7 rebounds.

  Erin Stempien led (HF) with 16-points and Shi-Teka collected 15.  Tiera Jones added 12-points.
