MOTT WOMEN BLAST MACOMB MONARCHS
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  The Mott College Women Bears (12-6 conference, 16-11 overall) blasted the Macomb Monarchs tonight at Ballenger fieldhouse with a hard fought 81-56 win in their final game of the regular season.  The Lady Bears finished the season on a positive note when they won their last two games and three of their last four.

  Mott struggled to maintain the lead for the first seventeen minutes of the 1st half.  Macomb managed to come up with enough offense and defense to keep the lead within reach.

  Then the Lady Bears pulled away by the end of the half with a 9-0 run.  Sheria Hatcher had the hot hand for Mott with 6-points including the last basket with 0:03 to go and the Bears holding an 11-point lead.  Macomb was led in the half by twenty of the Monarchs 29-points from Jessica See, Nakisha Adray and Edina Trsic.

  The Bears continued to dominate in the 2nd half and maintained a double-digit lead for most of the half.  Mott however was finally able to pull away in the last six and a half minutes helped by a 21-6 run to end the game.

  Kasandra Lee, Trinka Boatright and the newest member of the 1,000-point club Nicole Holmes all led the Bears during the run.  Mott did the most damage behind nine straight points that ended after a Boatright jumper from deep inside the paint with 2:55 remaining.

  Bear head coach Letitia Hughley said, “I hope our team can continue to play consistent and we will see what happens during the playoffs.”  Mott’s duo in the paint of Boatright and Hatcher have complemented each other effectively as the season came to a close and has presented an obstacle for defenders.

  Trinka Boatright led five Mott players in double figures with 18-points 10 rebounds and Nicole Holmes canned 15-points 6 assists.  Sheria Hatcher chipped in 13-points 8 rebounds 7 assists and Suzie Jerisk collected 12-points.  Danielle Barksdale added 11-points.
