MUSKEGON HEIGHTS BOMBARDS BEECHER BUCCANEERS

  The Muskegon Heights (MH) Tigers (15-5 overall) came up with enough offense in the 2nd half to bombard the Beecher Buccaneers 64-57 tonight at the Buccaneers gym.  In their second meeting of the season the Tigers made it a season sweep against Beecher after beating the Buccaneers 71-70 on 1-11-08.

  Beecher jumped out to a 3-point lead in the first ten seconds but it was the Tigers who led for most of the 1st quarter.  A three pointer by Buccaneer junior Janero Walker opened the scoring and back-to-back three pointers by Muskegon’s Marquis Brewer gave the Tigers the lead for the next six minutes.

  The Buccaneers finally put together enough offense in the last minute and a half to tie the score.  An underhanded scoop shot by Beecher’s Walker in the last fifty-one seconds erased (MH)’s.

  On defense the Buccaneers were clogging the passing lanes and on offense were plagued cold shooting.  The Tigers were hurt by too many turnovers and off balance shot attempts.

  (MH) took over in the 2nd quarter with a 6-0 run in the first two and a half minutes.  Five straight points by Tiger sophomore Kyris Burks gave (MH) a 6-point lead.

  The Tigers went on to build their largest lead with less than a minute to go.  A three pointer by (MH)’s Zolton Vines with 0:58 left gave the Tigers a 9-point quarter ending lead.

  In the 3rd quarter (MH) started to pull away after a Walker three pointer cut the lead to 5-points with 5:38 remaining.  The Tigers blew the game open with an 11-2 run in the next three minutes.

  Derrick Sharps led (MH) charge with seven of the Tigers 11-points.  The quarter ended after Walker’s third three pointer of the quarter and (MH) holding an 11-point lead.

  The Tigers were threatening to put the game away in the first two minutes plus of the 4th quarter with a 6-0 run and 15-point lead.  Beecher however had other ideas as the Buccaneers almost fought their way back.

  In the last two minutes Beecher outscored (MH) 12-2 cutting the lead to 5-points with less than thirty seconds remaining.  The Tigers finally sealed the deal in the last 12 seconds with two free throws by Anthony Moore.

  Marquis Brewer led (MH) with 16-points and Zolton Vines collected 15-points along with 11 rebounds.  Ricarri Stimage added 10 assists.

  Janero Walker led Beecher with 14-points and Taron Boose chipped in 13.  Dominique Allen added 10-points.
