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  The Powers Catholic (PC) Chargers (4-2 Big 9, 8-5 overall) pulled away early in the 4th quarter before hanging on for a hard fought 55-52 victory tonight against the Carman-Ainsworth (C/A) Cavaliers (4-2 Big 9, 10-3 overall) at the Cavaliers gym.  (PC) took advantage of twenty-eight (C/A) turnovers to propel themselves into a first place tie atop the Big 9 against the 10th ranked AP poll Cavaliers.

  (C/A) capitalized on three Charger turnovers in the first three plus minutes of the 1st quarter to help build an 8-2 lead.  The Cavaliers were also helped by two three pointers by Kieon Arkwright.

  (PC) went on to fight their way back to a tie in the next two and a half minutes after a 6-0 run.  A Tyler Moreland jumper with 2:17 remaining tied the score.  The quarter ended with (C/A) holding a slim 1-point lead.

  The Chargers stepped up their defensive pressure in the 2nd quarter and turned the game around.  (PC) bolted into the lead after fighting their way past two ties and three lead changes in the first four minutes to take the lead for good.

  By the end of the quarter a short jumper by sophomore Patrick O’Brien gave the Chargers their largest lead thus far in the game 6-points.  The Cavaliers seemed to hurt their own cause with too many unforced turnovers and off balance shots.

  In the 3rd quarter (PC) utilized some great ball rotation to set up good looks in the first three plus minutes to build their largest lead of the quarter 12-points.  The Chargers opened the quarter with a 10-4 run to build the double-digit lead.  (C/A) head coach Bob Root said, “Our execution was lacking and I felt team didn’t work together.”

  S. Moreland had the hot hand for (PC) with eight of the 10-points including two three pointers.  Then (C/A) got back into the game with an 8-0 run that ended with a Jon Lee driving lay up and the lead sliced to 4-points.

  The Chargers recovered however by the end of the quarter with back-to-back baskets and an 8-point lead.  A running floater from the top of the key by (PC) freshman Patrick Lucas-Perry with 0:20 left ended the scoring.  (PC) started to pull away in the first minute and a half of the 4th quarter when the lead jumped to 15-points.  Lucas-Perry got the Chargers going and a S. Moreland jumper gave (PC) the big lead.

  The Chargers were winning the battles for loose balls and crashing the boards to help frustrate the Cavaliers.  Then (C/A) cranked up the heat in the next five minutes with a 12-2 run led by Arkwright’s two three pointers.  The lead although didn’t get any closer until final minute and (PC) needed three free throws by S. Moreland and Lucas-Perry in the last thirty seconds to hang on for the big win.  The Chargers head coach Tim Herman said, “We played good defense to hold off the Cavaliers.”

  Shane Moreland led (PC) with 20-points and Tyler Moreland chipped in 18-points 7 steals.  Patrick Lucas-Perry added 10-points 6 rebounds and 4 assists.

  Kieon Arkwright led (C/A) with game high 22-points and Demondre Chapman added 9 rebounds and 5 blocked shots.
