  The Powers Catholic Chargers Girls (7-1 league, 13-2 overall) overpowered the Davison Cardinals with a 50-24 whipping tonight at the Chargers gym.  Powers avenged one of its two losses this season (61-54 on 12-17-07 against Davison) when they held the Cardinals scoreless for almost two quarters and cruised to victory.

  Powers jumped out to a 5-point lead in the first two minutes of the game after two three pointers by Kassie Contos and junior Megan Rybar.  The Chargers utilized a solid pressure defense to subdue the Cardinals.

  Powers went on to remain in control for the rest of the quarter helped by Davison turnovers (7 compared to 1 for the Cardinals).  The Chargers managed to build their largest lead 11-points with less than two minutes to go.

  Davison scored the last 7-points of the quarter including five straight by sophomore Jourdin Barkman to help the Chargers maintain their double-digit quarter ending lead.

  In the 2nd quarter Powers was in complete control after holding the Cardinals scoreless for the entire quarter.  By the end of the half a Barkman jumper gave Powers a 23-point lead.  Davison had problems solving the Chargers press, cold shooting and committing too many turnovers (11) during the quarter.

  The Cardinals continued to have problems in the 3rd quarter when they were plagued by cold shooting, blocked shots and turnovers.  Davison however did finally break the scoreless drought with 1:20 remaining after a free throw by sophomore Paige Skinner.

  By the end of the quarter the lead had mushroomed to 34-points.  A driving lay up by junior Jaimie Brady closed out the scoring in the quarter.

  Davison finally got its offense untracked in the 4th quarter when they surprised Powers with an 8-2 run in the first four minutes.  The Cardinals sophomore Kaylee Rahmann led Davison’s charge with the last 5-points of the run.  The game ended after two free throw by the Chargers junior Allyson Fritts and Powers holding a 26-point lead.

  Both Jourdin Barkman and Brianca Adams each led Powers with game high 10-points.
