  The Powers Catholic (PC) Chargers Girls (7-1 league, 14-2 overall) blasted the Northern Vikings with a convincing 64-47 pounding tonight at the Vikings gym.  Powers has now surpassed its longest winning streak of the season (six games to start the season).  The Chargers last loss came on December 28th (66-59) against Grand Rapids West Catholic.

  Powers took charge from the opening tip and ran off a 14-0 run in the first four minutes of the game.  Brianca Adams led the Chargers assault with six of the 10-points and ten overall points for the quarter.

  Northern seemed to be bothered by (PC)’s full court press and the Chargers clogging the passing lanes.  The Vikings were hurting their own cause with cold shooting and too many unforced turnovers.

  (PC) went on to build their largest lead of the quarter 20-points with 3:19 remaining.  The quarter ended with back-to-back baskets by the Chargers Adams and junior Stephanie Kelly along with (PC) holding a 14-point lead.

  The Chargers started the 2nd quarter like they ended the 1st with a run led by sophomore Jourdin Barkman.  (PC) opened with a 7-0 run including five points by Barkman and a 21-point lead.

  Northern didn’t score until the 4:49 mark when junior Shanae Williams drove down the center of the key to put the Vikings back on the scoreboard.  However by the one and a half minute mark (PC) remained in complete control with a 22-point lead.  The quarter ended after a driving lay up by junior LaTosha Beasley and the Chargers holding a 20-point lead.

  In the first two and a half minutes of the 3rd quarter the lead grew to 25-points after two free throws by Adams.  Then Northern finally got its offense untracked in the next four minutes with a run of its own.

  The Vikings surprised (PC) when they scored the next ten points of the game.  A Beasley lay up ignited the run (Northern’s first fast break basket of the game) and a put back by junior Ariel Vincent ended the run with 2:35 to go.

  Chaniese Turner led Northern with 6-points during the run.  The quarter ended after a free throw by the Vikings Jeanette Cannon and the Chargers holding a 12-point lead.

  Northern kept up the pressure in the in the first three minutes 4th quarter and a free throw by Vincent cut the lead to 10-points.  (PC) although settled down during the rest of the game and didn’t let the lead get below 10-points.  The game ended after four straight points from Kassie Contos and the Chargers holding 14-point lead.

  Brianca Adams led (PC) with game high 20-points 7- rebounds and Kassie Contos chipped in 12-points.  Liza Flewelling added 7-rebounds and 4 assists.

  Chaniese Turner led Northern with 17-points and LaTosha Beasley added 13.
