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  Basketball fans from around the country witnessed the departure of another basketball legion last night when Reggie Miller came out the game for the last time with 30.9 seconds remaining.  Miller went out in style in the final game of his eighteen-year career scoring 27 points including four three pointers on 4-8 shooting.

  Not even a Ben Wallace block with the game on the line could dampen a stellar season that saw Miller lead a decimated team to the sixth game of the NBA conference semi-final matchup.  Throughout his career the 12th leading NBA scorer was one of the best with the game on the line.  A familiar echo throughout the audience was, “Reggie is on fire”

  Miller’s illustrious career began in the 1987-88 season after being chosen the eleventh pick overall by the Indiana Pacers in the 1987 NBA draft.  During his career Miller averaged 18.4 points per game regular season with a high average of 24.6 during the 1989-90 season.

  However Miller took his game to a different level during the playoffs with a 21.2 average including a high of 31.3 during the 2000-01 season.  Miller averaged 20-points six times (regular season) and eleven times (playoffs).

  The highlight of his career came in 1993-94 against the New York Knicks when he almost single handedly closed out the Knicks season with his familiar Miller time performances.  Miller’s important contribution to Basketball comes to light when a player the caliber of Rip Hamilton patterned himself after Miller’s famed quick release off the screen shooting.

  Miller said of his final game, “I just wanted to go out and have fun, and play the game like you do in high school.”
