CHAMPIONSHIPS

GIRLS

   The Flint Southwestern-Academy Knights girls track team won the City track Championship for the third year in a row and sixth time since 1992 with 108 points.   The Knights almost swept the running events when they won almost every event except the 100m and the 300m hurdles.

   Southwestern’s Ashley Cunningham and Jasmine Smith both shared the spotlight with two individual first place finishes and both ran a leg on a winning relay.  Cunningham won both the 100m (12.7) and the 200m (26.19) dashes and led off the winning 800m relay squad (1:45.38).  Smith won both the 1600m (6:23.12) and 3200m (14:08.65) dashes and ran the third leg of the 3200m (11:27.34) relay.  Cunningham has won the 200m dash in the City and Valley the last two years and this year she is also the long jump champ.

   Charda Chaney and Sheena Loving both were individual winners along with running a leg on a winning relay.  Chaney won the 800m dash (2:38.81) and led off on the 1600m relay (4:21.38) team.  Loving won the 400m dash (59.03) and anchored the 800m relay.  Southwestern also won the 400m relay (52.7) with Lashonda Griffin, Camoyra Clayton, Marle Evans and Ashley Adams.  

   Northern nosed out Central for second place with 55-points.  The Vikings won three out of four field events including the long jump, discus and shot put.  Zocoyia Martin won the long jump (15’4”) when she beat Sheena Loving by 5.5 inches.

   Kerstin Flynn won the discus with a winning toss of 88’9” and Si’Quanger Bradshaw beat Southwestern’s Niki Singleton in the shot put with a winning throw of 31’6”.  Northern however, needed three second place finishes to beat Central who also collected three first place finishes.

   The Indians Corinthian Carouthers came up big with wins in both the 100m high hurdles (15.9) and 300m low hurdles (47.38) along with the high jump (5’0”).
