UNITED STATES OVERCAME ISM’S TO WIN THIRD STRAIGHT OLYMPIC MEDALS CROWN

  With the tense situation in the world as bad or worse as it was in the 1950’s and 1960’s with communism versus democracy, it’s no wonder that our athletes left a lot to be desired in this years Olympics.  Our athletes had a lot to contend with while facing Terrorism on the one hand and the Dopism police on the other.

   A colossal surprise came with the loss of the gold medal in men’s basketball.  There wasn’t any question as to which country had the best team, but you still must go out and play like it.  I mean who would have thought that any team even if they put all the foreign players on the same team, we still should have prevailed.

  Our team was unable to live up to its prediction of a gold medal after Shawn Crawford to Justin Gatlin and the Gatlin to Coby Miller handoffs left a lot to be desired.  The U.S.’s troubles began one day earlier when one of their relay runners was banned from racing after testing positive for a banned substance.    

  Another disheartening episode was when the U.S. men’s 10m Diving team was shut out of a medal for the first time since 1912 after Caesar Garcia and Kyle Prandi failed to advance from the 10-meter platform preliminaries.  The U.S. went from being a world leader from 1920-1992 to this years exit in the preliminaries.
